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The following text for chapter 7.1.4 is being proposed, refelecting also discussion during M2M SWG session:
7.1.4
Charging Requirements

Features shall be used to optimise charging:
· Certain Features are dedicated to particular fixed amount of data to be transmitted. In such case CDRs should not be raised or it can be omitted. Only the event should be charged.

· Certain Features are dedicated to particular timing when the data is to be transmitted. In such case CDRs should not be raised or it can be omitted. Only the event should be charged and whether it occurred inside or outside the defined time window.

· Certain Features are dedicated to particular location from where the data is to be transmitted. In such case CDRs should not be raised or it can be omitted. Only the event should be charged and whether it occurred inside or outside the defined location area.
· Certain Features are dedicated to particular alarming function. In such case minimal CDRs should be raised to record time and location of the alarm.

Justification: This clause was currently empty. Text in TR 22.868 in conjunction with optimisation categories described so far provides some guidance for prospective charging requirements.
