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1. Introduction
There has been some progress made on LTE-MBMS in RAN and SA2, SA4. Considering the progress of the working groups, some concern is raised that current requirements of release-9 MBMS may not support envisaged release-10 MBMS features well. For example, MBMS requirement for Home eNodeB has not been specified although the use case and service benefit in enterprise environment or shopping centre has already been identified in TS22.220. Further, new requirements for Personal Broadcast Service also need to be captures in Release-10 MBMS. For these reasons, it is requested to initiate the release-10 work item for MBMS in time.
2. Proposal
Considering the urgency of the work, it is necessary to start a work item for Rel-10 MBMS scoped in following objectives.
· Requirements for GERAN, UTRAN and E-UTRAN need to be identified and separately specified.
· What has been excluded in Rel-9 working assumptions in RAN, e.g. support for HeNB MBMS, multicasting, MBMS mobility, need to be revisited and taken account in Rel-10 requirements.
· Recent progress in SA4 needs to be captured in Rel-10 requirements.

· New requirements for Rel-10 MBMS, e.g Personal Broadcast Service, need to be taken into consideration.
If the proposal is agreed, we will bring a WID in next SA1 #48 Beijing meeting (November).
Annex A : Current Release-9 MBMS Work Scope in RAN2 (RP-090350)
-  MBSFN areas are static (no dynamic changing areas, changes are made by O&M)

-  No support for Home eNodeB

-  No new mobility procedures for MBMS (i.e. no inter frequency layer convergence or dispersion)

-  Broadcast transmission mode in only a shared carrier deployment (no dedicated carrier)

-  MBSFN without feedback (i.e. no ACK/NACK or counting).
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
