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Current stat

As described in 3GPP TS 22.173 V10.0.0 (2009-09) "Multimedia Telephony Service and supplementary services;" in section 4.4 "Additional timing information", as a service option, additional timing information on current active services may be made available by the network. The content of this information is service dependant.

For example, the CFNR (Communication Forwarding No Reply) activation confirmation may include information from the network providing the expiry time before the communication is forwarded (see section 8.2.7).

This would allow the terminal to display to the user the remaining time before the incoming call is redirected (e.g. to the voicemail) 

In the same way, the communication waiting indication may also include the expiry time (see section 8.2.8). Hence, the terminal may display to the user the remaining for which the call will continue to be presented.

Use Case
The present contribution proposes to allow the customer to extend these timers manually, call per call.

One use case could be the following:

Mr Dupond is engaged in a conversation with his mother. A friend calls him and the call is presented using the Waiting Indication service, associated with the Calling Line Presentation Information. Mr Dupond can see on his terminal screen that 30 seconds left before this new incoming call is forwarded to his voicemail. 

As he wishes to properly terminate the conversation with his mother before to answer the call from his friend, he touches the terminal screen in order to extend the duration of the call presentation to 50 seconds.  

In order to provide this feature, during a communication presentation phases (associated to CFNR or CW), the network should be able to extend the presentation time upon user reques. 

This extension time should be taken into account by the network only for the current communication. The default timing will be applied for all the following commutations.

Note: A technical solution for the implementation of this feature is already foreseen and will be proposed by Orange to 3GPP CT1 group.
