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Motivation

Some MTC Devices travel between different sites, and can only be re-charged while it is in certain sites.  Hence, MTC Device may dynamically enter and exit a state of requiring extra low power consumption.  When the MTC Device is such an extra low power consumption state, it will be desirable for the system to not page the MTC Device unnecessarily (eg. low priority communications to be blocked).
Proposal

It is proposed for the following changes to 7.2.10 of TS 22.368 be accepted.
**** First Change ****
7.2.10
Extra Low Power Consumption

The extra low power consumption optimisation category will contain optimisations that will result in improving the ability of the system to efficiently service MTC applications that require extra low power consumption. 
-
It shall be possible for the Network to receive signals from a MTC Device when the MTC Device enters or exits a state that requires extra low power consumption.

-
It shall be possible for the system to allow only pre-selected types of communication to be established with a MTC Device when the MTC Device is in a state of extra low power consumption.
