High Availability 
The High Availability optimisation category is intended for use with MTC Devices that need high availability in their connection. In these kinds of applications the network connection must be available most of the time or re-established rapidly since transmission of data is usually linked to emergency events. Furthermore, these applications require testing the connection status frequently to detect possible errors in communication.

Extra Low Power Consumption
The Extra Low Power Consumption optimisation category is intended for use with MTC Devices that require extra low power consumption.
