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1. Introduction
This contribution is for clarification of ‘reported UE capabilities’ in section 7.2.9.

2. Discussion 

One of the events to be detectable by the system is “change to the reported UE capabilities”. 
However, it is a little bit unclear what the reported UE capabilities are. 
There are two different kinds of UE capabilities to be considered.

Firstly, there is a UE capability already mentioned in TS23.401; UE capability information is made up of the UE Radio Capabilities information and the UE Core Network Capability information. 
Secondly, UE capability can be regarded as a combination of MTC Features supported in the specific MTC UE. 
To be aligned with TS22.368, second meaning is more proper. If it is, meaning of third bullet point is same to the first bullet point. Thus, I propose to delete the second bullet point.

If not, clarification of the meaning and then modification of the text is necessary. 

3. Proposal

7.2.9
MTC Monitoring

The MTC Monitoring system optimisation category is intended for use with MTC Devices that are employed in locations with high possibility of vandalism or theft.  This system optimisation is not intended to protect the MTC Device or prevent theft or vandalism of the MTC Device but is intended to provide functionality to detect events that may possibly be the result of theft or vandalism.

NOTE:
Certain monitoring functions can be provided for the MTC User.

-
It shall be possible for the network to detect events that may be the result of theft or vandalism to the MTC Device. The following events shall be detectable by the system:

-
behaviour which is not aligned with the activated MTC Feature(s)

-
change in the point of attachment

-
change of the association between the UE and the UICC

-
The MTC User shall define which events will be detected.   

-
Upon event detection, it shall be possible for the network to 

-
provide a warning notification to the MTC User and/or MTC Server

-
limit the services provided to the MTC Device (e.g. reduce allocated resource) 

-
The MTC User shall define what occurs when an event is detected.
