As mentioned above, a standardized haptic information representation format should be developed for haptic service. Even though a common platform for haptic service enables network operators and 3rd party service provides to deliver various haptic senses, the absence of standardized haptic information representation format has prevented possible applications from being developed in telecommunication networks. 

Therefore, 3GPP should work closely with OMA in order to define a standardized haptic information representation format. 3GPP shall play a significant role in defining what network works best to deliver haptic senses, and how current networks shall be modified to meet the new requirements. But it also work closely with OMA to define what data format works best for the representation of various forms of input and outputs, and different terminal capabilities.
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
