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Introduction
This contribution discusses the situation with two different lists in the UE and suggests some improvements and simplifications as listed below.
· To make the existence of the Allowed CSG List optional in the UE for operators where the Operator CSG List is sufficient. (It is currently not possible to simply not provision the Allowed CSG List on the Rel-9 USIMs since the list will in that case exist on the ME.)
· To introduce Simplified Manual CSG Selection for UEs with only the Operator Controlled CSG list. 
Add an option to make the existence of Allowed CSG List in a Rel-9 UE controllable by the USIM 
It was a discussion in SA1 during the spring if Rel-9 should have one or two CSG lists in the UE and it was decided to have both the Allowed and Operator CSG list. This contribution proposes to optionally have only the Operator CSG list in a Rel-9 UE, for operators who would like to simplify the CSG list management by only provision the Operator CSG List on its USIM and not use the Allowed CSG list at all. This could be an option for an operator that is confident that the provisioning system to update the Operator CSG list on the USIM is fast enough. 
According to the current standard the UE shall have the Allowed CSG List in the ME if the Allowed CSG List is not available on the USIM. In order for the operator to be able to control if this list shall  be use or not, it is suggested to allow the USIM to control if the Allowed CSG List in the ME shall be available or not.
Proposal: Make the existence of the Allowed CSG List controllable by the USIM.

Simplified Manual CSG Selection

The manual CSG selection procedure for UE, that do not have the Allowed CSG list but only the Operator CSG list, can be simplified since such UE lacks the capability to add the CSG identity to the list. Below is the suggested Simplified Manual Selection that shall be used if the Allowed CSG List is not available in the UE.
For readability, the suggested text is shown with changes towards TS 22.220, chapter 5.5.4 Manual CSG Selection;

“5.5.X
Simplified Manual CSG selection
The simplified Manual CSG Selection procedure shall be used instead of Manual CSG Selection when a UE do not contain the Allowed CSG list.
The user shall be able to request the UE to perform a scan for available CSGs. When such request is received the UE shall perform a scan of available CSGs, their CSG Identities and their HNB Names. In the UE display, the available CSGs shall be represented by their associated HNB Names and PLMN Name(s). If the HNB Name is not available, the CSG Identity shall be displayed instead. 
The available CSGs shall be displayed in the order the 

CSG Identities are contained in the Operator CSG List.


When the user selects an entry in the list, the UE shall reselect any of the available cells with the CSG chosen by the user.

The UE shall attempt to register to the PLMN.

In addition, when the user manually selects a CSG in a PLMN, which is different from the last registered PLMN, the following behaviour applies:

-
The UE shall enter into Manual PLMN Selection state.

-
The UE shall attempt to register to the PLMN. This PLMN shall not be stored as the Last Registered PLMN.

-
When the UE is no longer in the service area of the CSG the UE shall return to the previous PLMN Selection state.”

The advantages with not having the Allowed CSG list at all in the UE is that it removes the complications with two lists as well as the capability for the user to by itself add entries to the CSG list. The simplified manual CSG selection procedure also enhance privacy since the UEs do not need to display all available CSG cells, only the available ones that the user is allowed to access.
