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Introduction
An IMS operator typically administers a number of domains and ranges of E.164 numbers out of which the operator allocates IMS public identities to users and services served by the operator’s IMS network. The public identities take the form of either a SIP URI or a TEL URI as required in clauses 7.5.1 of TS 22.228
.
A communication session addressed to an IMS public identity that falls within the scope of the identities administered by the IMS operator will typically be routed to the operator’s IMS network. When such a communication session is received by the terminating IMS network it will be rejected or, as a local configuration option for a tel URI, may be routed to another network.

Such a simple handling prevents the IMS operator from applying a more intelligent service logic which could lead to a successful and chargeable communication. The service logic could e.g. be to provide a subscriber directory search service that helps the originator of the session to correct the target address on-line and to progress the session to the correct address.

An example can be an IMS operator who owns a domain name “imsoperator.com” and which is the home domain for the operator’s IMS public identities like “sip:john.smith@imsoperator.com” where the user portion of the SIP URI is used to differentiate the users while the domain name points at the IMS operator for routing. When this IMS operator receives an incoming session addressed to “sip:john.smit@imsoperator.com” which does not relate to any allocated public identity, the operator could enter into the communication session with the session originator in order to offer on-line assistance in finding the intended address, which in this example is “sip:john.smith@imsoperator.com”.
Is it therefore motivated to add to TS 22.228 that IMS shall make it possible for the operator to handle an incoming session addressed to an identity administered by the operator but not allocated to a user or a service. 
The suggested text is captured in an additional subchapter to chapter 7.6 in TS 22.228, Rel-10 that reads:
7.6.X
Handling of an incoming session addressed to an unallocated identity

The IMS shall make it possible for the operator to handle an incoming session addressed to an identity administered by the operator but not allocated to a user or a service.

It shall be possible to reject, re-route or apply service logic to such an incoming session.

Proposal: 

The supporting company suggest that the above suggested change is included in TS 22.228 as specified in change request found in S1-094127.
� Whilst not required for routing between terminals within the IMS, it is also possible to append an 'IM', 'Pres' or 'mailto' prefix to an outgoing URI to enable routing to the correct addressee in external networks supporting such prefixes.
