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Introduction
With the deployment of H(e)NBs, operators can improve their coverage in certain places with lower cost  while users are attracted to choose CSG cells by getting preferential charging rates and priority access via H(e)NBs . 
Use case
Mike is on a business trip to V city and will stay there for a couple of days. VPLMN A(Operator A’s network) and VPLMN B (Operator B’s network) are both candidate VPLMNs , and  VPLMN A is chosen by Mike’s UE when automatic PLMN selection mode is set because VPLMN A has the highest priority. There is CSG coverage in Mike’s office in V city which belongs to operator B, all his colleagues are subscribers of that CSG who can get access to services with lower price and also enjoy some other advanced services provisioned by H(e)NB. And when he moves out of the office area, operator A’s network is automatically selected as his serving PLMN.
Current approach
Currently, the automatic CSG selection policy is that UE should select a PLMN first, then a CSG which belongs to this PLMN will be selected. If UE moves to a CSG cell not belonging to the chosen PLMN, he can not camp on the CSG cell unless manual CSG selection is processed. That is to say, Mike should manually select the CSG of operator B every time he goes to the office.
Problem / issue
Mike moves into his office very frequently during his stay in V city, and he feels it’s a hassel to perform the manual CGS selection repeatedly. And if automatic CSG selection mode is set in his UE, he can never camp on to his office CSG cell because PLMN B will not be chosen due to its lower priority compared to PLMN A.  
Consideration

Mike considers it would be a much better user experience if his UE can access his office CSG without the need to manually select the CSG of operator B every time he goes to the office. 
Proposal
We propose that a PLMN with CSGs which are included in the Allowed CSG List or Operator CSG list should have a higher priority than those without CSGs. So in automatic CSG selection mode, the UE can camp on to the CSG cell even if it does not belong to the PLMN with higher priority.
