	Background: SA2 sent an LS S2-094898 to SA1 asking whether SA1 views that the eANDSF information of RPLMN takes precedence over the eANDSF information from HPLMN. SA1 reviewed the LS and agreed two CRs S1-093041 and S1-093042 to TS 22.278. However, SA #45 gave an action point to SA1, SA2 and CT1 to resolve the issue. 
When looking at policies provided by RPLMN and HPLMN the access networks that are available need to taken into account.  There maybe circumstances when the HPLMN becomes available in a RPLMN area by virtue of a non 3GPP RAT.  Take for instance the following use case:

1. A user comes from UK and is a operator A-UK user   
2. The operator A has roaming agreements with the operator A-USA and operator B. 
3. The operator A hotspot (USA) in USA have direct relationship with the operator A-UK 
4. The user is in an area with the operator B coverage and with hotspot B (operator B) and hotspot A (operator A-USA) 
5. The UE should be allowed to use the operator A-USA (if operator A-UK so desires) as the operator A (USA) is an effective extension of the HPLMN even if in a different country. In such case, HPLMN policies should take precedence. 
In these circumstances, subject to HPLMN policy, the user should be able to access the HPLMN. This CR covers this use case.

Steering of access
When a UE is accessing the Evolved Packet Core via E-UTRA, the operator of the PLMN that provides the access (registered PLMN or RPLMN for short) may request the UE to use - any or a specific - non-3GPP RAT. Similarly, if a UE is accessing the Evolved Packet Core via a non-3GPP RAT then the RPLMN may want to request the UE to use E-UTRA. The reason for such steering may be load balancing (for camped- and traffic load balancing), operator policy, private networks/home cells, service based mobility control etc.
The RPLMN shall be able to download on the UE a list of preferred access technologies in priority order. If, while the UE is registered on that PLMN, an access technology with higher priority than the one currently used is detected, the UE shall attempt to use the higher priority access network to access the RPLMN according to the reselection procedures for that access technology.


In case the UE is connected to the PLMN via a non-3GPP access, then the PLMN reselection procedures specified for that access technology may be executed.

Note 1: The PLMN operator may provide access to the Evolved Packet Core either through an own access network (E-UTRA or non-3GPP access) or in collaboration with an access network operator that operates a non-3GPP access network.
Note 2: A specific non-3GPP RAT may e.g. be identified by RAT type and the access network name (as advertized by the access network), or a list of access network names.
The HPLMN may also provide the UE with a list of preferred access technologies in priority order for use in the RPLMN. Subject to HPLMN policy, if the HPLMN provides a list of access networks that provide connectivity to the HPLMN then this shall take precedence over the RPLMN list. Otherwise the list provided by the RPLMN takes precedence over the list provided by the HPLMN and the UE shall only perform access technology selection within the RPLMN. The list of preferred access technologies is specific to a PLMN.  
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
