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1. Overall Description:
3GPP SA1 thanks CT1 and RAN2 for their LS on SSAC (C1-093961/S1-094204, R2-097493/S1-094244). SA1 would like to inform CT1 and RAN2 about SA1's views regarding the points raised by CT1 and RAN2 in their LS.
Q1:
Is Common AC barring still applied to a user when the user is already granted access for particular service (e.g. MMTEL voice/video) in SSAC?
A1:
SA1#48 discussed this issue, and then many opinions were raised during the meeting. Consequently, SA1 could not conclude the discussion in the meeting. SA1 finally decided to continue to discuss this issue until the next meeting and will send additional LS in the early day of during the next meeting.
Q2.
Should the same back off mechanism be applied to SSAC, using a separate ac-BarringTime for MMTEL-voice and video? 
A2.  YES (see in attachment).
Q3.  Is the Rel-8 AC barring check applicable to MMTEL-voice/ video calls in networks supporting SSAC?

A3.  YES. Rel-8 UE ignores the SSAC information provided by network.
Q4.  What is the required behaviour of a SSAC-supporting UE in networks NOT supporting SSAC (e.g., Rel-8 network)?
A4.  Common AC barring on a SSAC supporting UE shall be applied to a mobile originating attempt for MMTEL-voice/video when the UE is in Rel8 network. 
Q5.  Should AC11-15 be concealed from the upper layers?
A5.  It is difficult for SA1 to answer this question because it relates to the solution. But AC11-15 should be concealed if CT1 and RAN2 have any concern. 
For the last question raised by RAN2 LS, SA1 has already discussed and decided that SSAC is applied for IDLE mode in release 9. SSAC for CONNECTED mode will be discussed in future release if operator requests.
