Currently the section 7 “Conclusions” in TR 22.893 does not contain any text
This contribution proposes a way how to incorporate the results from the IPXS study into normative SA1 specifications and requirements. The TR itself presents some main interconnection use cases and derives high level requirements.

The source companies believe that, when agreed as 3GPP stage1 requirements, it would be preferable to as far as possible introduce those requirements in one single place. For this purpose a new section in TS 22.101 is proposed.

However, it is recognized that some of the requirements only concern IP Multimedia Subsystem. For such requirements TS 22 228 is proposed to be the correct specification and a new section is suggested accordingly.

Conclusions
New requirements for the IP-interconnection of operators using an IP-interconnection Intermediate Carrier have been identified in sections 5 and 6 in this Technical Report. It is therefore recommended that these sections are used as a basis for introducing new requirements into 3GPP Technical Specifications. 

This report recommends that, as far as possible, new requirements are captured in one single place in an existing specification. Therefore, it is recommended to introduce a new section in the TS 22.101.
However, it is also recognized that some of the identified requirements only concern IMS and Interconnection of IP Multimedia Networks. For such requirements the proposal is to introduce a new section in TS 22.228.
