High level service requirements based the above analysis.
Based on the use cases in clause 5 and considerations in clause 6 following possible requirements can be identified:
· It shall be possible for IMS to select qualified User Peers among available UEs according to the policies preconfigured in the network.
· The UEs attached to access networks with low transmission cost, such as Fixed-line network, H(e)NB or WLAN, are preferred.
· The UEs within the operators’ own networks are preferred.
· It shall be possible for IMS to provide Peer-to-Peer content distribution services for users.

· It is required to support segmentation and segments indexing of the distributed content (e.g. Content on Demand, Live streaming, File downloading). 

· It is required to notify the users of the appropriate Peers to retrieve the requested content segments.
