Requirements on H(e)NBs in enterprise environments

5.11.1
Description

H(e)NBs are expected to be used in enterprises for business communication among permitted users. Besides other H(e)NB functions, it is desirable to support functions (e.g. Authentication and charging) that allow easy integration into the enterprise's IT infrastructure. 
It is expected that IT personnel of the enterprise assume the role of the Hosting Party of the enterprises H(e)NBs and carry out some of the H(e)NB administration functions. 
IP enabled UEs that are connected via LIPA to the enterprise IP network are expected to receive the enterprise's IP based services.
The following additional requirements apply for intended usage of H(e)NBs in enterprise environments.

OA&M Requirements for H(e)NBs in enterprise environments

It shall be possible for the H(e)NB's Hosting Party to add / remove / replace H(e)NBs in the enterprise 
-
Subject to operator and H(e)NB Hosting Party agreement, it shall be possible for the H(e)NB Hosting Party  to monitor selected status information of IP connectivity and radio conditions (e.g. connectivity to the operators core network, radio link up/down). 
-
Subject to operator and H(e)NB Hosting Party agreement, it shall be possible for the H(e)NB Hosting Party  to obtain selected information on traffic through the H(e)NB (e.g. data throughput,  number of packets in/out).
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
