5.8.1
Description

The H(e)NB may support remote access to the residential/enterprise IP network from a UE via a PLMN in order to provide access between a UE and IP capable devices connected to the residential/enterprise IP network.

5.8.2
General Requirements
-
It shall be possible for the mobile operator or the H(e)NB Hosting Party, within the limits set by the mobile operator to restrict Remote Access to the residential/enterprise IP network on per-subscriber basis (e.g. some subscribers may have Remote Access to their residential/corporate IP network and others may not). 
-
If a UE has been granted Remote Access it shall be possible to provide the same services / capabilities to the UE as for LIPA. 
NOTE:
It is possible for the H(e)NB Hosting Party to use additional access control mechanisms (e.g. using a password) to restrict access of remote UEs to the residential/corporate IP network. However, such additional access control is out of scope of 3GPP standardisation.
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
