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Introduction

A recent LS from ITU-T SG2 (see S2-100023) discusses the possible exhaustion of the space of E.164 MSISDNs and E.212 IMSIs due to the deployment of large numbers of MTC Devices.  This contribution adds two new requirements to section 7.1.3 (Identifiers) of TS 22.368 that are intended to assure that the NIMTC work addresses the efficient use of MSISDNs and IMSIs as MTC subscription identifiers.  
Proposal
It is proposed to modify section 7.1.3 of TS 22.368 as follows:
7.1.3
Identifiers

The requirements for MTC related to identifiers include the following:

It shall be possible to uniquely identify the ME.

Editor’s note: we need to investigate what is the impact of this requirement in case there is a very large number of MTC Devices.

It shall be possible to identify the MTC subscription associated with an MTC Device.

It shall be possible for the network operator to make use of mechanisms to efficiently manage the space of identifiers related to MTC subscriptions, i.e. IMSIs and MSISDNs.

It shall be possible to uniquely identify an MTC Group.
