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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks SA1 for their LS on Machine Type Communications (MTC) Feature Secure Connection (S1-094379, S3-100201). In their LS SA1 asks SA3 to provide feedback on the MTC Feature “Secure Connection” in TS 22.368 and whether this requirement adds benefit over already available security solutions and whether additional clarifications are needed. 
SA3 agrees that the MTC feature “Secure Connection” may be beneficial. It is the understanding of SA3 that this MTC Feature does not refer to hop-by-hop protection but to end-to-end security for the connection between MTC Device and MTC Server. It was noted in the discussions at SA3#58 that the scope of TR 23.888 explicitly rules out considerations on end-to-end aspects between MTC device and MTC server. SA3 would therefore like to receive clarification on whether there is a contradiction between the scope of SA1 work and SA2 work.

SA3 also discussed, which existing standardised mechanisms could be used for establishing end-to-end secure connections. GBA, WAP and IMS media security were mentioned, but whether or not these solutions are applicable at all and, if so, network efficient in the context of MTC requires further study. It was also mentioned that the ability of an operator to assist in providing such secure end-to-end connections may depend on whether the MTC server is located in the operator domain or not.
