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1. Introduction

This contribution clarifies charging requirements, esp the term on ‘to charge for MTC Device initiated signalling’. 
2. Discussion

There are many kinds of signallings initiated by MTC Devices. If the network wants to make a CDR for every signaling by MTC Device, there will be a huge amount of burden in the network entity involved in signaling. For this reason an explicit clarification is given that signalling charging will only be done on bulk counter basis.
Furthermore the meaning of "shall be possible" is clarified by wording it an optional function the network shall be capable to provide.

Charging Requirements
Per MTC Device or per MTC Group the core network
 shall be able to:
-
create bulk CDRs to count chargeable events per MTC Group, either in parallel to or instead of per device CDR creation. 

-
stop creation of per device CDRs.

-
count MTC Device initiated signalling per signalling type (e.g. mobility signalling) by means of bulk CDRs or device CDRs 
-
count MTC Feature activation / de-activation by means of bulk CDRs or device CDRs
-
collect charging data with a granularity (e.g. in time or location) that can identify the use of network resources when used outside the limits of subscription or MTC Feature, e.g. time window, location;

-
count particular Monitoring or Alarm events by means of bulk or device CDRs.
