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1. Introduction

Definitions
x.1
Local IP Access (LIPA)
3GPP TS 22.220 [xx] defines LIPA as follows:

"Local IP Access provides access for IP capable UEs connected via a H(e)NB (i.e. using H(e)NB radio access) to other IP capable entities in the same residential/enterprise IP network.  Traffic for Local IP Access is expected to not traverse the mobile operator’s network except H(e)NB. The residential/enterprise IP network itself and the entities within that network are not within the scope of 3GPP standardisation."

Remote IP Access (RIPA)

RIPA operates in conjunction with LIPA to provide IP capable UEs access to their residential/enterprise IP network while connected to an access network outside the enterprise, with full mobility supported between the enterprise H(e)NB and macro radio access.
3GPP2 X.S0059-100-0 [yy] describes a similar RIPA service as follows, where FAP is a femto access point (i.e., H(e)NB):
"Remote IP Access allows a given MS to reach the IP network local to the FAP using any IP connectivity available to the MS (e.g., through macro network IP connection) while the MS is not directly connected to the FAP. This service is assumed to be invoked on the MS on demand by the user."
