Conclusions
The hosted enterprise service, as documented in ETSI TS 181 019 [xx] and ETSI TS 182 024 [yy], is considered completely documented and requires no further specification work. The work therefore falls outside the scope of this study.
The business trunking application is well understood between 3GPP and TISPAN at the stage 1 level, and SA2, CT1 and CT4 have performed work based on the stage 1 description in ETSI TS 181 019 [xx] and the stage 2/3 description in ETSI TS 181 025 [zz]. There is an open work item in ETSI for further development of this work in regard to specific capabilities. As far as 3GPP stage 1 work is concerned for the IMS the work may be regarded as completely documented and requiring no further specification work. The identified above therefore falls outside the scope of this study.
A number of roaming requirements have been identified in ETSI TS 181 019 [xx] and some preliminary documentation from an IMS and NGCN perspective is contained in ETSI TS 181 025 [zz]. It is considered that further work should be performed in this area, and this study should take place in this TR.
