Introduction

For Local IP Access (LIPA), the requirement on the continuity of access to the local residential/enterprise IP network has not been defined clearly in 22.220 for Rel-10. This contribution aims to outline the different continuity/mobility scenarios and propose which ones need to be covered for Rel-11. 
2
Mobility events

In general, there are three types of mobility events where the continuity (or not) of access to the local residential/enterprise IP network needs to be defined:

· UE moving between H(e)NB coverage associated with a local residential/enterprise IP network:
· This is already covered in Rel-10.

· UE leaving the H(e)NB coverage associated with a local residential/enterprise IP network (to a macro network):
· This needs to be covered in Rel-11.

· UE entering the H(e)NB coverage associated with a local residential/enterprise IP network (from a macro network):
· Requirements for accessing the local residential/enterprise IP network from the macro network have not been clearly defined.

· It is therefore unclear if this mobility scenario needs to be supported in Rel-11.

User-perception of mobility event
For non-real time services, due to the nature of the service, any interruption in the data flow during a mobility event may not be noticeable to the end user. However, for real time services, it is critical that the user is not able to detect that a mobility event has occurred.
Therefore, it is proposed to introduce requirements where the mobility event shall not be noticeable by the end user.
