Introduction

In Rel-10, requirements were introduced for SIPTO that allowed for mobility/continuity. However, as the requirement permitted a degree of interruption of the user’s data flow, it is likely that the user would be able to detect the mobility events in some cases. This is undesirable for operators as SIPTO needs to be transparent and not detectable by the end user.
This contribution highlights a use case for SIPTO mobility/continuity where the mobility events do not impact the user experience.

Mobility/Continuity Use Case
An operator is interested in offloading a user’s traffic from the operator’s network. The user is consuming real-time services provided by the operator or by the operator’s application service provider. From the user’s point of view, there is no difference in the service when his traffic is offloaded or not. Therefore, any interruption in the data flow due to mobility events cannot affect the service provided to the user.
