Introduction

SA1 received an LS from CT1 in C1-102890 on Inhibiting the Allowed CSG List. Based on the questions raised by CT1, this contribution aims to clarify the use cases where it is beneficial for the mobile operator to prevent the use of the Allowed CSG List and to make a proposal for the Stage 1 service requirements.
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Use Case #1: Roaming
The scenario considered here is where the VPLMN can provide a roaming UE with access to its CSG cells. However, the HPLMN would like to prevent the UE from doing so.

The main requirement here is to prevent the UE from accessing CSG cells while roaming. This is already covered in Rel-10 with the introduction of the requirement below:

The HPLMN shall be able to instruct the UE so that it will not attempt to access CSG cells not contained in the Allowed or Operator CSG lists while in a VPLMN.
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Use Case #2: Tampered Allowed CSG List
In this case, the operator wishes to ensure that the Allowed CSG List is not used in case the user has tampered with the Allowed CSG List and added new CSG IDs to the Allowed CSG List. This is to ensure that e.g. the UE does not camp on a CSG cell that the UE is not allowed access.
The main requirement here is to prevent the UE from using the Allowed CSG List in cell (re)selection procedures.
Ultimately, access to operator services via a CSG cell is controlled by the network. Therefore, if the UE attempts to access services via a CSG cell that the UE has not been granted access (but somehow included in a tampered Allowed CSG List), the CSG ID entry will be removed from the UE’s Allowed CSG List according to existing CT1 procedures. Therefore, this use case can be considered “self-correcting” and new requirements should not be considered.
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Proposal
It is proposed to remove requirements related to “inhibiting Allowed CSG List” introduced in CRs S1-094318 for Rel-10 and S1-094317 for Rel-9.
