3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Non-voice Emergency Services: next generation emergency services with media other than, or in addition to, voice that utilize trusted applications in support of non-voice communications between citizens and emergency authorities (e.g. - PSAPs). NOVES provides secure transport of messaging and media content, and location information of the reporting device to emergency authorities, in addition to providing two-way voice emergency communications between citizens and emergency authorities. NOVES does not preclude the support of specialized emergency services designed for the special needs communities including non-support of two-way emergency voice communications. NOVES may be Session based or Non Session based.
Session based Non-Voice Emergency Services (NOVES): next generation emergency services that utilize trusted applications in support of non-voice communications between citizens and emergency authorities using real-time session-based text and multi-media messaging.
