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Introduction

A business model for 3GPP Voice Interworking with Enterprise IP-PBX is proposed in S1-102139.  This document proposes a slight variation to that model.
Business Model

Distinguishing between the “Mobile Operator Core Network” and the “Mobile Operator IMS Network” seems overly specific for this purpose, as it supposes a relationship between the Mobile Operator Core and IMS Network and the Enterprise Network that may not always be the case.  The important distinctions within both the Mobile Operator Network and the Enterprise Network would seem to be between the access layer and the service layer.
The following abstracted business model is therefore proposed:
