Executive Summary:

1.1
General

This was the first meeting of the VINE SWG.  Companies had coordinated their efforts prior to the meeting, so there was preliminary agreement on a draft TR skeleton and little overlap in the submissions.  Agreement was reached on the TR skeleton, the TR Scope, Background text (pertaining to assessment of related work done in other standards bodies), as well as a total of eleven preliminary use cases (7 in the IMS domain and 4 in the CS domain).  Additional work to define and refine the use cases and to identify potential requirements is expected at the next meeting.  Overall, progress for this initial session was excellent.
