Introduction

For alphanumeric SIP URIs of the form <user identity>@<domain name>, the user identities for a particular domain can only be configured by a single operator.

This contribution presents use cases where flexibility in allocating the user identities for a particular domain name is beneficial for multinational corporations and operators with multiple subsidiaries.
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Use Case #1: Multiple Operators
Although domains typically refer to an operator, e.g. @operator.com, it is also possible to have domains that refer to corporations, e.g. @company.com.
The most straightforward use case involves a single corporation that has a subscription with various operators within the country. In this case, user identities will need to be provisioned by the different operators that the corporation has a subscription with.
This use case can be expanded to cover the scenario where the corporation obtains IMS services from different IMS (e.g. regional) networks of the same operator.

Use Case #2: Multinational Corporations

For multinational corporations with locations in several different countries that use a single domain name @company.com, it is likely that they will require services to be provided by different operators in different countries. As a result, user identities will need to be provisioned by different operators. This is illustrated in the following diagram.
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Use Case #3: Operator with Multiple Subsidiaries

For  the case of an operator with domain @operator.com, if the operator has subsidiaries in different countries or in different regions, the operator subsidiary in Country Y or Region X will need to be allowed to configure user identities for domain @operator.com. This is illustrated in the diagram below.
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Use Case #4: Different URI Schemes
A corporation that uses different services may have different service providers for each service. For example, email services may be provided by an ISP and IMS services may be provided by a telco operator. Therefore, it needs to be possible for URIs of different schemes to be administered by different entities, e.g. sip:myname@company.com by the telco operator and mailto:myname@company.com by a different ISP.
