High volume application data transmission

When the subscriber changes the adopted terminal, he expects to continue to have access to the following set of information:

· personal user data (e.g. user-generated multimedia contents such as photos, videos, audio recordings,...);

· private user data (e.g. private keys, passwords, certificates, …);

· personal applications (e.g. e-mail clients, social network applications,...);

Some of these information are platform dependent (see some applications that do not necessarily run on the new device) while others are not affected by the terminal platform (see pictures stored in common graphical format like JPEG,...). This use case is restricted to the type of information that can be ported by one terminal to another without any specific platform needs.

These information are typically stored in : 

· terminal's memory;

· external portable memory (such as a memory card);

· remote databases with security policies associated to the customer subscription;

· USIM;

As soon as the terminal is changed, a mechanism to allow these info to be ready should be considered.

In case the info are stored in the terminal's memory, a synchronization mechanism between the two terminals should be set up.

In case the info are stored in an external portable memory or in the USIM, the mechanism simply consists on inserting the external portable memory or the USIM into the new terminal.

In case the info are stored in a remote database, the mechanism consists on accessing the database via the new terminal.
