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Introduction
This paper proposes the business model between the mobile operator and the enterprise in order to support Voice interworking. 

Business Model

Voice interworking between 3GPP operator and enterprise IP-PBX needs to support some agreements in order to provide acceptable service. 
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Figure 1: Business Model 
Figure 1 shows the relationship between the mobile operator and the Enterprise. The Enterprise access network is connected to the mobile operator core network via managed IP network. The Enterprise IP-PBX is connected to the Mobile Operator IMS network via managed IP network.
The Enterprise only requires a business relationship with a single mobile operator and not with multiple mobile operators. This is because the business relationship of that mobile operator with other mobile operators can be leveraged indirectly by the Enterprise. Therefore, an additional new business model is not needed since it is already addressed by 3GPP.

Proposal
The proposal is to include the above business model in the TR 22.8de.
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
