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GSMA RiLTE (Roaming in LTE) Sub-Group is currently working on PRD IR.92 "IMS Profile for Voice and SMS”. In general 3GPP Release 8, which is the first release supporting LTE, is taken as a basis. Unless otherwise stated, the latest Release 8 version of the 3GPP specification applies. For some features however the functionality of 3GPP Release 9 is required.
Currently 3GPP specification TS 24.229 Section 8.1 recommends the use of SIGCOMP for a UE when the UE is in E-UTRAN, UTRAN or GERAN access. 
GSMA RiLTE (Roaming in LTE) Sub-Group has agreed a CR at RiLTE#8 to align the use of signalling compression with 3GPP TS 24.229. However, GSMA RiLTE Sub-Group believes that the use of SIGCOMP may not be required for higher bandwidth E-UTRAN access and therefore an operator should have the option to disable the use of SIGCOMP. 
This functionality is seen as desirable within the GSMA RiLTE community, therefore GSMA RiLTE kindly asks 3GPP CT1 to consider the functionality to disable SIGCOMP and work on standardising a solution in the 3GPP specifications.
