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 IREG RiLTE thanks 3GPP CT1 for the liaison on requirements related to operator's option to disable the use of SIP signalling compression (sigcomp) in C1-102907.

3GPP CT1 is stating that

3GPP CT1 was unable to determine what requirements relate to the operator's option to disable the use of sigcomp in the following aspects:

1) When UE roams, several operators serve the UE.  E.g.

a) UE uses the visited access network, P-CSCF in visited network and S-CSCF in home network - does the visited network operator have the option to disable use of the sigcomp or does the home network operator have the option to disable use of the sigcomp or both?

b) UE uses the visited access network, P-CSCF in home network and S-CSCF in home network - does the operator of the visited access network have the option to disable use of the sigcomp or does the home network operator have the option to disable use of the sigcomp or both?

2) a solution for the operator's option to disable use of the sigcomp needs to also cope with handover from networks where sigcomp is not used due to the operator's option (3GPP-E-UTRAN-FDD, 3GPP-E-UTRAN-TDD) to networks where sigcomp is normally used  (e.g. 3GPP-GERAN, 3GPP-UTRAN-FDD, 3GPP-UTRAN-TDD, 3GPP2-1X-HRPD, ...). Does GSMA have any requirement relating to such handover situations?

Regarding 1)

IREG RiLTE considers it sufficient to let the home operator express preference on UE using sigcomp.

Regarding 2)

If the UE did not use sigcomp in the access technology where the initial registration took place, the understanding is that the UE will continue not using sigcomp after handover to other accesses. If the UE did use sigcomp in the access technology where the initial registration took place, the understanding is that the UE will continue using sigcomp after handover to other accesses.
The functionality to disable SIGCOMP is seen as desirable within the GSMA RiLTE community, and GSMA RiLTE believes it can be achieved through configuration.
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
