Scope

This document studies use cases, requirements, and service/deployment scenarios for the interworking of the operator-centric identity management with the user-centric Web services provided outside of an operator’s domain. It addresses integration of SSO framework (e.g., OpenID [aa]) and the 3GPP services. 
The integration of SSO framework with 3GPP networks has to work for various operator authentication configurations. This TR studies use cases and requirements for SSO frameworks (e.g., OpenID [aa]) integration with 3GPP networks. These 3GPP networks can be configured with fully deployed GAA/GBA, as well as configured without GAA/GBA being fully deployed.

Studies of the security, charging, and services requirements for operator-centric SSO interworking with current state of the art identity management systems (e.g. OpenID [aa]) are among other objectives of this TR.
In the interests of expediency this document is primarily focusing on supporting OpenID framework with 3GPP operators’ controlled credentials.
