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1. Introduction

In Use Case 8, UE is enabled to automatically resend information at predetermined intervals e.g. audio, updated pictures and or updated location
2. Concerns
We have some concerns on this automatically resend information.

Firstly, this will generate extra work load for emergency centre staff. When emergency service receives huge amount of resent emergency messages, it would delay emergency centre staff to handle other emergency requests. 
Secondly, automatically resending messages will generate extra traffic load for emergency systems. It could result emergency systems are overloaded and congested, it could even bring emergency systems down if too many duplicated messaged are flooded the emergency systems.
Thirdly, we believe it is incorrect to say “Carol has the option to stop automatic updates”. In wireless communications, there is no mechanism to stop a mobile user to send PSAP messages if the UE is enabled to automatically resend information at predetermined intervals. Therefore, Carol is not capable to stop this automatic resend/update. It is similar that we cannot stop people to send us messages or call us. What we can do is to ignore these messages or calls. However, it is impossible for emergency staff to ignore any incoming messages or calls. 
The final concern would be the UE keep to automatically resend information at predetermined intervals to emergency services after the emergency situation is resolved.  This could be because Steve forgot to stop it. This will result UE continuously sends false emergency requests and delaying other emergency responses.
