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Introduction

During the last meeting, it was agreed to add in the draft 3GPP TR 22.871 V1.1.0 (2010-08) “Study on Non-Voice Emergency Services (Release 11)” new use case (section 4.9) concerning “Multimedia Telephony communication mainly in Sign Language to Emergency services”.
However, as there has a doubt concerning the possible implementation, a note was added saying that “This use case requires 3 way calls and it is not yet known if there are any requirements to allow supplementary services in emergency calls.”
Proposal

In 3GPP SA2 (stage 2), the document 23.167 “IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) emergency sessions” supports the possibility to invoke services in emergency calls for non-roaming cases.

Extract:

Clause 6.2.1 

- Alternatively, for non-roaming subscribers, the P-CSCF may forward an emergency session to an S-CSCF if so instructed by operator policy.

Clause 6.2.4 

When a S-CSCF receives a session initiated by a non-roaming subscriber marked as emergency session from a P-CSCF, the S-CSCF:

- performs caller authentication in the same way as for any other sessions;

- if required, uses filter criteria to route to AS;

- and forwards the request to an E-CSCF.

In 3GPP CT1 (stage 3), a new Work Item was opened during the last meeting in order to add (among others) the ability to support an IMS emergency session that is initiated by a service when requested by the user (i.e., by an Application Server on behalf of the user).
So the note is no longer needed.

Open issue: this possibility to invoke services in emergency calls may be in conflict with other SA1 requirements as in 22.173 where it is specified "The use of CONF on an emergency call by a user that is not the PSAP, shall be precluded". Other actions from SA1 may be needed after analyzing this as well as the other use cases for implications to current specifications.
Conclusion
The note in section 4.9 should be deleted and replaced by “Three way calling in an emergency call is not supported when initiated from the emergency caller.” 
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
