Introduction

This contribution proposes several use cases for conferencing support in a visited network. This illustrates how an operator may define policies, based on roaming agreements, to trigger the visited network to provide the conference focus.

Use Case#1: Based on number of participants in a visited network
Users Green, Brown, Grey and Black are subscribers of Operator X. In this scenario, Green initiates the conference and invites Brown, Grey and Black. All four users are in the same visited network.
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In this case, it is more efficient for the conference focus to be located in the visited network rather than in the home network, as all the conference participants are roaming in the same visited network.

Use Case#2: Based on location of conference initiator
Users Green, Brown, Grey and Black are subscribers of Operator X. In this scenario, Green initiates the conference and invites Brown, Grey and Black. However, this time Green and Brown are in visited network Z, while Grey and Black are in visited network Y.
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In this case, the HPLMN may want to locate the conference focus in visited network Y rather than in the home network or visited network Z because the conference initiator is roaming that network.
