Business Models
The mobile operator may become a SSO provider, interworking with the user-centric Web services provided outside of that operator’s domain. This Clause studies the potential business models for the mobile operator and the Web service providers.
The mobile operator provides the SSO functionalities for the third party Web service provider and the Web service provider may pay the mobile operator with a fixed rate or based on the number of service users.
This model offers the following benefits:

· The user may access the third party Web service via operator’s network with SSO support

· The mobile operator may provision more attractive Web services for the users
· The Web service provider may benefit from the SSO service because all subscribers of mobile operator may become the users of Web service without additional registration procedure 
· Subscribers of the mobile operators and the Web service providers rely on a trusted Identity and SSO provider
