7.1.X Low Access Priority Device 
A MTC Device can be configured as a Low Access Priority MTC Device when it is intended for use with MTC Applications that can tolerate delays in their data transfers and tolerate an increased loss in connectivity.
For a Low Access Priority MTC Device: 

-
The MTC Device shall be configuration as a Low Access Priority MTC Device
-
The network shall be able to distinguish an attempt to access the network made by a Low Access Priority MTC Device.
-
The network operator shall be able to restrict the Low Access Priority MTC Devices' access to the network.

-
The network operator shall be able to apply these restrictions to a specific area.
-
The MTC Device shall be able to determine when access to the network is restricted e.g. use network provided information to decide whether to initiate or delay data transfer.
-
The system shall provide a mechanism to allow the network operator to charge differently for Low Access Priority data transmissions.
