Introduction

Based on discussion in the incoming Liaison Statements from GERAN (G2-100392), RAN2 (R2-110691) and CT1 (C1-110774) on RAN Sharing for H(e)NBs, it is unclear to other WGs whether this feature is required to be supported.

This paper aims to highlight the current situation on what is required in Stage 1 specification and recommendation for further work on RAN Sharing for H(e)NBs.

Discussion
When the Stage 1 requirements were originally considered for releases up to Rel-10, it was with the view of one H(e)NB for one operator and RAN sharing scenarios were not considered. Therefore, there is no explicit requirement to support RAN sharing for H(e)NB in Stage 1.

As there seems to be interest in supporting this feature in other working groups for Rel-10, a few points need to be considered before deciding whether RAN sharing for H(e)NB needs to be supported in Rel-10:

· CT1 specifications have been designed without RAN sharing for H(e)NBs

· Impact to Manual CSG selection

· Rel-10 completion

· Impact to CSG-related functionality in earlier releases of UEs
In addition, for the feature to work, some support is required to send a  PLMN ID for each of the operators sharing the H(e)NB from the H(e)NB Management System. This has not been implemented in SA5/BBF.

With national roaming, it is already possible in Release 9 to allow subscribers of another operator to use a H(e)NB of a different operator. Therefore, it is not clear where the added benefit of RAN sharing would be for this use case.

Conclusion
There is no requirement to support RAN sharing for H(e)NB in Rel-8, Rel-9 or Rel-10.

There is no existing requirement to support RAN sharing for H(e)NB in Rel-11.

It is recommended that if RAN sharing support for H(e)NB is needed, then this should be introduced in a new Work Item for Rel-11 or later.
