	Add AN sharing requirement:   
A request from SA in LS S1-110223 asked if SA1 would consider the network sharing scenario. Although SA did not add a requirement, they did come to this general agreement:

 ““EAB is targeted for AN congestion but also applicable to the CN, triggered by CN congestion. For shared networks in which multiple PLMNs are broadcasted, EAB should be supported individually for the different CNs. The CN can requests to the AN how to reject traffic, but this is a second order effect.”

Need to add a requirement to identify how EAB is applied in shared networks. 

Clarify EAB doesn’t apply to UE’s configures with Access Class 11-15 requirement:

A request from SA in LS S1-110223 asked if SA1 would consider if EAB doesn’t apply to UE’s configures with Access Class 11-15. Although the wording in the current requirements appears to indicate that UE’s configured with Access Class 11-15 then EAB doesn’t apply, but the wording is convoluted and needs to be cleaned up.
Add gradual unbarring requirement to avoid peaks:

Although this requirement seems to indicate the need for 0-9 EAB barring groups e.g.  Access Class 0-9 

“-
EAB broadcast information shall comprise EAB information for Access Classes 0-9 and for categories a, b & c above.”

The requirement is not complete or clear. The added requirement to not specify the number of format of the new classes.
Although it may be obvious, there is no requirement that the broadcasted EAB information shall include Information whether an EAB applicable UE is barred from network access so this needs to be added.
There is an issue where the text currently states that EAB applies to UEs within one of the categories a, b, or c where the EAB broadcast information should contain information regarding all categories.  

A note is added stating EAB applicability to GERAN only in Rel-10 to align with RAN’s decision to not support EAB for release 10.

Extended Access Barring
Extended Access Barring (EAB) is a mechanism for the operator to control Mobile Originating access attempts from UEs. When an operator determines that it is appropriate to apply EAB, the network broadcasts necessary information to provide EAB control for UEs in a specific area. The following requirements apply for EAB:

· The UE is configured for EAB by the HPLMN 
-
EAB shall be applicable to all 3GPP Radio Access Technologies. 

NOTE: 
In this version of the specification, EAB applies to GeRAN only.
NOTE:
Access Network support for EAB procedures can vary between different Radio Access Technologies.

-
Extended Access Barring shall be applicable regardless of whether the UE is in a Home or a Visited PLMN. 

-
EAB information shall be broadcasted by the network and shall contain: 

-
Information whether an EAB applicable UE is barred from network access

-
Information specifying whether EAB applies to UEs within the following categories: 

a) 
UEs that are configured for EAB;

b) 
UEs that are configured for EAB and are neither in their HPLMN nor in a PLMN that is equivalent to it; 

c)  
UEs that are configured for EAB and are neither in the PLMN listed as most preferred PLMN of the country where the UE is roaming in the operator-defined PLMN selector list on the SIM/USIM,  nor in their HPLMN nor in a PLMN that is equivalent to their HPLMN


-
A UE shall adhere to the broadcasted EAB information and shall ignore the broadcasted Access Class barring information if: 

- The UE belongs to one of the categories a, b, or c (defined above), and 

- EAB information is broadcasted by the network, and
- The UE is not a member of an Access Class in the range 11-15, and according to clause 4.3.1, that Access class is permitted by the network

-
The EAB shall support a mechanism where UE’s that are barred can be unbarred in a gradual manner as to not create peaks in signalling and data traffic. 

-
If a UE that is configured for EAB initiates an emergency call, the UE shall ignore broadcasted EAB information  and shall be subjected to Access Class 10 access procedures.

In the case of network sharing, the system shall support a mechanism where EAB information is applicable to specific PLMN(s).

In case the network is not broadcasting the EAB information, the UE shall be subject to access barring as described in clause 4.3.1.
