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1. Overall Description:
3GPP TSG RAN#50 has received a LS from ITU-R WP5A on “Wide area sensor and/or actuator network (WASN) systems” [1].

3GPP TSG RAN#50 tasked ITU-R Ad Hoc to develop a draft response to be approved at TSGs#51, liaising with relevant 3GPP WGs as appropriate. 3GPP already sent to ITU an high level document on the topic (SP-100649); at this stage it would be necessary to send specific textual proposal for the ITU deliverables under development that are attached to the incoming LS [1].
ITU-R Ad Hoc has therefore developed a preliminary draft of the proposed response (attached) to be finalized on the basis of the feedback received by the recipients of this LS who have got technical responsibility on this topic. In particular, ITU-R Ad Hoc is proposing a new section to be included in the working document towards a preliminary draft new Report “System design guidelines for wide area sensor and/or actuator network (WASN) systems” (see Attachment). The aim of the new section is to include as an option for WASN the 3GPP networks by means of the inclusion in the mentioned document of the references to the 3GPP technologies.
