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Introduction

In last SSO SWG meeting, China Mobile and Motorola Mobility joint contribution - S1-110276 was agreed after removing the bullet point highlighted in RED because it is covered by bullet point 2 – “The user has a service subscription with SSO support.”
The original texts are given below:

· There is a SSO sever in Operator networks.

· The user has a service subscription with SSO support. 

· The user has multiple data service accounts and IMS domain services accounts.  

· The user’s SSO login and access credentials are already secured within the network and UE.
· The user agrees the terms and condition to use SSO with the Operator.

· The user agrees the terms and condition to use 3rd Party web service.

· Service agreements and charging schemes are already in place between 3rd Party web service providers and Operators 
· The user is able to access the web service via either a browser or a non-browser application on UE.

However, the sentence “The user agrees the terms and condition to use 3rd Party web service” was missing in the distributed TR.

In our opinions, there are legal issues to let SSO provider to agree the terms and condition to use 3rd party web service on behalf of SSO users in some cases. For example, parents normally pay their children’s mobile subscription and would also pay their children’s SSO subscription. However, some of the children are age under 16 and they should not access some of web services. The SSO provider uses the information of subscriber who bought the SSO and found no age issue to access the web service and accept the 3rd Party web service terms and conditions. It results the under age children access some web services which the children shall not.
We propose to add the missing condition “The user agrees the terms and condition to use 3rd Party web service” into the Section 4.1.
