Use case 4: Non-Web Service Access 
4.4.1 Pre-conditions

A user has a subscription that includes the SSO system and the user has multiple mobile data service accounts.  

· Login and access credentials are not necessary to be stored in the UE 
· The clients of the non-web services have been installed in user’s UE 

4.4.2 Service Flows

A user wishes to use an instant messaging service provided by the mobile operator or the third party to chat with his/her friends.   Immediately upon starting the instant messaging service on the UE, the user is seamless and transparently connected to his account without providing instant messaging login and password credentials.
4.4.3 Potential Requirements

· The Single Sign-On System shall provide efficient, seamless and transparent access to non-web mobile data services without additional user intervention.
