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Discussion
In last SA1 meeting, below requirements for Continuity of Data Sessions to Local Networks have been approved:

· The network shall be able to provide continuity of a LIPA session for a UE as a Managed Remote Access session to the home based network (MRA session) when a handover from H(e)NB to the macro network occurs.
From above requirement we know that the continuity of  data sessions to the local network can be provided when the UE has an ongoing data session and performs handover from H(e)NB to the macro network which is shown as below figure.
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But when the handover happens between (e)NBs in the macro networks, there is no requirement to clarify whether the data session should be maintain or not. In order to improve the user service experience, we suggest that when the UE has a MRA session and moves between (e)NBs in the macro network ,continuity of the MRA data session be kept in the following two scenarios:
1) When the UE has an ongoing LIPA session to the local network via the H(e)NB and then moves into the coverage of a macro (e)NB1, the data session can be continued as a MRA session. Then the UE keeps moving from macro (e)NB1 to macro (e)NB2, this MRA session should still be continued.
2) When a UE is under the coverage of the macro (e)NB1 and has an ongoing MRA session to the local network(MRA). Then the UE moves from macro (e)NB1 to macro (e)NB2 where the handover occurs, this MRA session should still be kept.
Proposal

We propose to include the following text in to TR 22.896 (Study on Continuity of Data Sessions to Local Networks) Section 6.2.

6.2
Requirements on Session Continuity

The following requirements on session continuity need to be added to TS 22.220: 

· The network shall be able to provide continuity of a LIPA session for a UE as a Managed Remote Access session to the home based network (MRA session) when a handover from H(e)NB to the macro network occurs.

· The network shall be able to provide continuity without any change to the IP address and port numbers via which the UE can be reached from within the residential/corporate IP network.

· Any interruption of IP data flow as a result of handover should be kept to a minimum. 

· The operator shall be able to enable/disable session continuity between LIPA and MRA sessions.

· Based on operator policy the user shall be made aware of a handover of an ongoing data session to a local network if the handover occurs between macro network and H(e)NB.

· Based on operator policy the user shall be given the opportunity to reject continuation of the ongoing data session after such handovers. Alternatively the UE may be configurable to always accept or reject continuation of the ongoing data sessions.
· The network shall be able to provide continuity of a MRA session for a UE when a handover between (e)NBs in the macro networks occurs.
Editor’s note: The following requirement may be covered in a different use case:
The network shall be able to provide continuity of a MRA session for a UE as a LIPA session when a handover from macro network to the H(e)NB occurs.
