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Discussion
SA 1 has for some time now worked on the Feasibility study on “IMS Network-Independent Public User Identities” and the corresponding TR 22.894 has been presented for information to the SA Plenary.

The TR contains all the appropriate service related information that is needed to conclude the Feasibility Study in SA1, and thus allowing a corresponding Feasibility study on the architectural aspects of INIPUI to start in SA2.
The concept INIPUI and alpha-numeric URIs with network independent domain names is new compared to the current situation in the Telecom networks.  It requires for example resolution of an INIPUI to information that can identify and be used for routing to the network serving a particular INIPUI. It is important that the operator community in GSMA is informed of the results from the Feasibility Study and given the opportunity at an early stage to provide comments and identify aspects that might be important to consider during the architecture work/study for INIPUI.
Proposals:

It is proposed that:
1. TR 22.894 is to be concluded and sent for approval to SA plenary and that normative work initiated.
Provided proposal 1 is accepted it is also proposed that
2.  a liaison is sent to GSMA to inform them about the progress of this of work, and to give the opportunity to comment and identify aspects that might be important to consider during the architecture work for INIPUI. 
It is also proposed to request GSMA that any comment or identified aspects from GSMA should be communicated directly to SA2 to avoid any unnecessary delays in the continuation of the work.
