Conclusion

In the course of conducting the current Study on Continuity of Data Sessions to Local Networks a set of use cases based on Local IP access (LIPA) and on Managed Remote Access to home based network (MRA) have been collected. The study indicates that from user’s perspective these two services, which both provide data sessions of a UE to the local network, are perceived almost identical. Since situations where a UE enters or leaves coverage of the H(e)NB(s) that are connected to the local network may easily arise the current study proposes to support continuity of data sessions in these cases (A LIPA session becomes MRA and vice versa) in 3GPP Rel-11.
In addition for e.g. charging reasons – a LIPA session may be charged differently to a MRA session –  it may become necessary to inform the user that a LIPA session becomes MRA and vice versa and the user should be given the opportunity to reject continuation of the ongoing data session after such handovers. 
In section 6 of the current TR potential requirements on Continuity of Data Sessions to Local Networks have been collected. 

It is the conclusion of this TR that Continuity of Data Sessions to Local Networks should be supported in 3GPP Rel-11. The potential requirements in section 6 should be included as requirements into TS 22.220.
