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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA1 would like to thank SA2 for the liaison in S2-112212/S1-11xxxx.
SA1 have discussed the SA2 questions regarding the IUT remote party restrictions requirements in TS 22.228 "Replication / transfer of some or all media components to target IMS UE(s), belonging to the same or to different user(s) that are subscribed to the same operator, shall not be performed when the remote end (e.g. the source of the media) of the session restricts such operation.", and has the following clarification:
SA1 understands that the remote end of IUT may either be a user (i.e. human) or a Video on Demand (VoD) server, and wishes to clarify the remote party restrictions for either situation.

SA1 response to Q1: The restrictions by the remote end are expected to pertain to either a given IMS session or to a given IUT request; the restrictions are NOT expected to apply to every session a priori. 

SA1 response to Q2: In order to meet the requirement, the remote end must be made aware of all requested IUT operations. SA1 assumes that some form of enhancement to the remote party device will be required in order to permit it to restrict IUT per the Rel-11 requirement,
