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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS R2-112589/S1-111169 on Reply LS on LTE UE IMS emergency call support in Rel-9 and later. RAN2 asked SA1 if support of IMS Emergency calls is mandatory for a UE supporting IMS voice calls from Rel-9.  RAN2 referred to a RAN5 LS that refers to the following section of TS 22.101:

10.1.2          Domains priority and selection for UE attempts to emergency call

A UE that is connected to a domain in which it is possible for the UE to make calls, should use that domain to make an emergency call.
When determining support of IMS emergency calls for a UE, the above text needs to be taken into account with other sections on emergency calls namely,10.1 General requirements and 10.4 Emergency calls in the IM CN subsystem..  Taken together, the requirements in these sections have been understood by SA1 that it is mandatory for a UE that supports IMS voice calls to support IMS emergency calls.  To clarify this understanding, SA1 has agreed the attached CR for Rel-9, and the attached corresponding mirror CRs for Rel-10 and Rel-11.
