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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA5 for their liaison on IMS Application Reference Identifier (IARI) consideration for Charging (S5-112063).
Regarding the statement in the liaison “Once CT1 will provide a solution for having such “IMS Application Reference Identifier (IARI) in use” available in IMS Nodes, SA5 will correct the charging description appropriately“:
SA5 seem to indicate an expectation that CT1 will provide a solution for having “IMS Application Reference Identifier (IARI) in use” available in IMS Nodes. CT1 does not currently have an understanding of what “IMS Application Reference Identifier (IARI) in use” means or is aware of any current requirements for such an indication. 
CT1 would like to clarify that the current IMS stage 3 (compliant with the release 7 stage 1 and stage 2 requirements) provides the following IARI related capabilities:

1. Capability for an IMS capable UE to indicate using the IARI the applications supported by the UE that are reachable at the contact address specified in the SIP Contact header field of the SIP REGISTER request; 
2. Capability for IMS capable UEs and Applications Servers to indicate using the IARI in the Contact header field of dialog creating requests and responses (e.g SIP INVITE request and SIP 200 OK response to INVITE) the application or applications that are related and apply to this dialog; and 
3. Capability for IMS capable UEs and Applications Servers to request to contact a UE or Application Server that supports the specific application by including the related IARI in the SIP Accept-Contact header field. 
For further details on the use of the IARI please see TS 24.229.

CT1 does not intend performing any further work on the IMS Application Reference Identifier unless further requirements are specified in stage 1 and stage 2 specifications. Furthermore the stage 3 for release10 is now frozen so any future work would have to be done as part of release 11 or later.
