Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [x] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [x].



Affiliated Application Service Provider: An Application Service Provider having a trust relationship with the SSO Provider.  The Affiliated ASP is referred to as the Relying Party in the OpenID Specification [aa].
Application Service: A network-based service delivered to the user through an application that resides on the UE. The Application Service may be web-based or non-web-based.
Application Service Provider: A party that offers Application Services.



Credentials: Evidence that proves the identity of a user and is critical to the process of authentication.
Identity Provider: A party that provides the service of asserting a user’s identity to an Application Service.
OpenID Provider: An OpenID Authentication server on which a Relying Party relies for an assertion that the end user controls an Identifier (see OpenID Specification “OpenID Authentication 2.0” [aa]).



SSO Provider: A party receiving identity assertions from an Identity Provider and providing authentication of users to Application Service Providers.



SSO Service: A service in which a user is authenticated once (i.e., “single sign-on”) and provided with access to multiple Application Services.
